Dear Faith Family,

There are big questions. Forgive me: for this first article in “Faith Notes,” | interview myself and
ask some of the questions you may want to ask me as the new pastor at Faith Lutheran
Church.

Tell me a little about yourself. I'm pushing 40 very hard, the youngest of 4 kids, the father of
3 (Kayla 9, Noah 7, Eva 4), | LOVE being a pastor, my grandfather (my mother’s father) and
Dad were both pastors, married to Amy Marie for almost 12 years, enjoy doing house projects
and playing music of many varieties, am humbled and honored to be pastor of Faith Lutheran
Church in Penfield.

What does your family like to do in your time together? We love to do many things. We
bike, play, eat, laugh, sing, pray, camp, canoe, travel, and read together. | am so blessed by
my wife and children.

| heard your bride is a musician as well. Yes, she is. Amy sings, plays violin, piano, organ.

Enough small talk. Do you have plans to change the early service? If so, what kind of
changes do you have in mind? My only real hope for change is that the preaching improves
over these past few weeks. | will do my best! More to your point, | do not have any plans to
change the early service. There certainly already have been and will continue to be shifts-
which is part of having a new pastor. Yet the liturgy has so much richness and depth- it has so
much to teach us. | see no need to make any change to the early service.

So you appreciate the ancient liturgy? | love the liturgy. It's important to me that my
children can sing it. It's important for several reasons. Yet the Bible also encourages us to
“sing to him a new song.” (Psalm 33:3) While so many aspects of worship as we know it are
ancient, it is also true that each “ancient” element of worship was “contemporary” at one point
in time.

Do you have plans to change the late service? Again, if so, what kind of changes do you
have in mind? | love the ancient liturgy, yet | also love songs of our current age focused on
Christ. Worship formats like our late service are on a continued search for singable, Christ
centered songs. Yet, | must admit, as much as | love the liturgy, | also love deeply the songs
sung and the worship of our late service. | might call both worship styles my “heart language”
of worship.

Are you just being a politician? | am not. | am being honest. One of the reasons | felt led to
accept this call was the variety of worship here at Faith. God calls us to sow the seed of the
Gospel, and His Word tells us to “Let the Word of Christ dwell in you richly, teaching and
admonishing one another in all wisdom, singing psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, with
thankfulness in your hearts to God.” (Colossians 3:16)

A NOTE ABOUT “RECESSION”

Towards the end of worship on June 6™, the day | was installed here as pastor, my family and |
sang a song of thanksgiving to God. The central theme of the song was discipleship, and used
the phrase “We will follow You wherever You go.”

Symbolic of that discipleship thought, especially during the first service, is the act of turning to
face the cross at the beginning and the end of worship. At the beginning of worship we turn to
face the Cross as it enters the Sanctuary and moves towards the Altar. We are aware of the
price Jesus paid for the forgiveness of our sins.

At the end of worship the Cross is brought from the Altar out the doors of the sanctuary and
into the world. This is our mission: to receive the grace of God in Word and Sacrament and in
turn “proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes” ( 1 Corithians 11:26) as we return to daily living
in Christ. And so, even though the communal worship has ended, we turn to face the Cross,
our feet follow that Cross, and we continue to face and follow as a reminder of God’s
forgiveness.

VBS Week is July 12-16, 9am-12pm. Register now if you
haven't done so already. The theme is safari-related and called
Baobab Blast. The Baobab is called the Tree of Life. It is
capable of providing shelter, food, and water for the animal and
human inhabitants of the African savannah regions. The cork-like
bark is fire resistant and is used for cloth and rope. The leaves
are used for condiments and medicines. The fruit, called “monkey
bread,” is rich in Vitamin C and is eaten. The tree is capable of
storing hundreds of gallons of water, which is tapped in dry
periods. Mature trees are frequently hollow, providing living
spaces for numerous animals and humans. Trees are even used
as bars, barns and more. The Baobab was the Tree of Life in
Disney’s Lion King, and is the centerpiece in Disney’'s Animal Kingdom. Radio-carbon dating
has measured the age of of some Baobab trees as over 2,000 years old. How cool is it to think
that Jesus may have rested under a Baobab tree that exists today? From July 12-16 Faith
Lutheran will be like the Baobab, a gathering place for the community providing the sustenance
of life—God’s Word.
